Learning from each other

The overall aim of the Learning Partnership is the exchange of ideas and didactical material
on e-learning between the involved organizations in order to find ways for improvement in
each school, Alfons Miiller explains. At the beginning there will be an general overview on e-
learning based on a questionnaire carried out in the different training centres. The common
evaluation should lead to a comparative study and to the identification of examples of “good
practise”. Finally effective qualitiy standards will be developed. Alfons Miller: “The exchange
on methods and results will take place via Internet and common conferences. With the visit
of the partners here in Solingen the starting shot for the project is done.” gbb is a state
recognized, private non-profit organization for vocational training. It offers vocational training
in different industrial and commercial occupational fields to disadvantaged young people as
well as to jobless adults, such as metal processing, timber, painting, trade, logistics and
business administration. There training centres in Solingen, Remscheid, Leverkusen and
KdlIn. Each year more than 500 students get qualified at gbb. The headquater of the
organization is located in Solingen where classrooms are provided at Goedelerstral3e and a
workshop at Beethovenstral3e.
